They were instructed to wait for the Baptism with the Holy Spirit. This is the Lord speaking now to “Believers” after His resurrection.

Acts chapter 1 verse 8 reads…

“But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”


Before we were Saved, the Holy Spirit was “with” us (para in Greek) to convict us of sin and draw us to the Lord. See John 16:8…

 “And when He has come, He will convict the world of sin…”

After we were “Born Again”, the Holy Spirit dwells “in” us (en in Greek). See 1 Corinthians 3:16…
“Do you not know that you are the temple of God and that the Spirit of God dwells in you.”

Our third experience with the Holy Spirit is when He comes “on” or “upon” us (epi in Greek) to overflow or “gush forth” from our life.


This is the Baptism of the Holy Spirit when we become a channel for the Holy Spirit to overflow and work through us ministering love to those around us.

ASK FOR AND RECEIVE THE 
BAPTISM OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

The power and manifestation of power to witness and to receive Spiritual gifts are poured out on those “yielded” believers who want to serve and bring glory to God without selfish motives or for personal recognition.

Now, God gave His Son Jesus that we might have the forgiveness of sin, but, we had to ask, and then, receive that forgiveness.

That is the same with the Baptism of the Holy Spirit. We must ask to receive it - willing to surrender our lives in service to our Lord – and then to receive it.

The Baptism of the Holy Spirit is an act separate and distinct from receiving 
the in-filling of the Holy Spirit at conversion.

(Examples are found in Matthew 
3:11, Mark 1:8, Luke 3:16 and 

John 1:32-34)

Every child of God has the Holy Spirit in him working to conform him to what God wants him to be – and He is there for your comfort, for instruction, help and counseling. However, there is more.

In Acts chapter 1 verse 5 Jesus speaking, tells us…

“…for John truly baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now.”
In this passage, Jesus – now
resurrected, is talking to believers and He didn’t want them going out into ministry without this power.

More about this power is explained in Luke 11 verse 13…

“If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him!”

Ephesians 2:10 says… 

“For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them.”
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
