GOD DOES THE WORK

a.
Philippians 1:6 tells us…

“…being confident of this very thing, that He (Jesus) who has begun a good work in you will complete it until the day of Jesus Christ…”

God will never quit or fail. Look at John chapter 6 verse 40…
“And this is the will of Him who sent Me, that everyone who sees the Son and believes in Him may have everlasting life; and I will raise him up at the last day.”


God wants all to come to repentance, and then to know that we have eternal life.

1 John 5:11-13 tells us…

“And this is the testimony: that God has given us eternal life, and this life is in His Son.
He who has the Son has life; he who does not have the Son of God does not have life.

These things I have written to you who believe in the name of the Son of God, that you may know that you have eternal life, and that you may continue to believe in the name of the Son of God.”


It is not God’s will that we live our life wondering daily if we are saved. Notice also that this is addressed to those “who believe.” Not just anyone.

IN SUMMARY

We’ve read lots of Scripture regarding assurance of salvation, and I believe that we can and do know that we are saved.


However it is important to look at this Scripture just to be sure we know the seriousness of sin in our lives when there is no apparent change.



1 Corinthians 6:9-10 tells us…

“Do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be deceived. Neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor homosexuals, nor sodomites,
nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners will inherit the kingdom of God.”

Heaven is a Holy place where a Holy, loving God lives. 

Only the forgiven, the believers are covered by the blood of Jesus and His finished work on the Cross. His blood, in fact, His life was the price of admission for us to heaven, and into the presence of God.


The unforgivable sin is rejection of Jesus Christ, which includes eternal separation from God.  


Now, a great passage of Scripture is found in Romans 8:37-39 concerning God’s love for us, and it reads…

“Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us.

For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come,
nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.”


In Isaiah chapter 40 starting in verse 28 we read…
“Have you not known? Have you not heard? The everlasting God, the LORD, the Creator of the ends of the earth, neither faints nor is weary. His understanding is unsearchable.
He gives power to the weak, and to those who have no might He increases strength.

Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall,

But those who wait on the LORD Shall renew their strength; They shall mount up with wings like eagles, They shall run and not be weary, They shall walk and not faint.”


The Creator God, He is God Almighty and you can trust His promises. All of them!
In Acts chapter 17 verses 26-27 we 
read…
“And He has made from one blood every nation of men to dwell on all the face of the earth, and has determined their pre-appointed times and the boundaries of their dwellings,

so that they should seek the Lord, in the hope that they might grope for Him and find Him, though He is not far from each one of us…”


God has had you born exactly “on time” and in the exact right place - your home town, so that you would have the very best opportunity to come to faith. 

And by so doing, you will fill in that exact place in the body of Christ, as He works towards completion and the taking of us home. 

You are not a mistake – you are not an accident. You are loved completely by God and He wants to share eternity with you. 

What greater love than this? Your Salvation and Assurance are secure in Jesus!
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
