THE WORD OF GOD

The Bible is an assembly of 66 books, 39 in the Old Testament and 27 in the New Testament, written to combine as God’s revelation of Himself to mankind. 

The Scriptures form a continuous story of the works and teachings of God the Father, Jesus the Son, and God, the Holy Spirit. You might say it is “HIStory.”
 
Psalm 119 verse 105 the Psalmist says…

“Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my path.”
It is a guide for our lives.
1. GOD’S WORD (THE BIBLE) IS A PROGRESSIVE REVELATION
In Hebrews chapter 1:1-3 God has been speaking to us from the beginning…

a. Various times – Meaning various times

from creation forward.
b. Various Ways – Using both verbal and 

written communication through the prophets, situations, examples, etc.

c. Times Past – Starting from the beginning of time. 

d. To the fathers by the prophets – God 
breathed (inspired) spoken and written messages through appointed men.

e. In these last days – Including prophesies that extend out to end times.

To us by His Son – God even sent His Son to teach and to share.

The Old Testament


The foundation of the Old Testament or Covenant with Israel was based on man’s obedience the Law.

The New Testament

The New Testament or Covenant is based on God’s action on behalf of man.

They didn’t obey the original Law that required participation from man, so God took all the responsibility onto Himself in the New Covenant.
