Ephesians 6:11-18 tells us…

“Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the Wiles of the devil.

For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.

Therefore take up the whole armor of God, that you may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.

Stand therefore, having girded your waist with truth, having put on the breastplate of righteousness,

and having shod your feet with the preparation of the gospel of peace;

above all, taking the shield of faith with which you will be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked one.
And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God;

praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints…”

Gird your waist with Truth – Truth 
overcomes deceit and lies, 
equipping you to walk upright in 
faith.

Breastplate of Righteousness - Or 
right acts as practiced by all 
believers.

Shod your Feet with the Gospel – 
Mobility and readiness to use God’s 
Word in spiritual battles.
d.
Shield of Faith – Protects us from 
attacks from the devil, temptations, 
impure thoughts, etc.
e.
Helmet of Salvation – Filling your 
mind with the Words of God, 
secures your faith and relationship 
with God.
f.
Sword of the Spirit – An offensive 
weapon proclaiming God’s Word in 
battle (conversations).

know a lie when you hear it. The Holy Spirit living in you will help for He is our Counselor among other things.
