THE FATHER IS GOD

The Father holds the place of authority within the Godhead. He is not more important than Jesus the Son, or God the Holy Spirit, but He authorizes their ministries.

In John 6:38 we read, Jesus speaking…

“For I (Jesus) have come down from heaven, not to do My own will, but the will of Him (Father) who sent Me.” 

Here we see God the Father and Jesus

the Son working together in perfect communion.


And in John 14:16 – Again Jesus speaking…

“And I (Jesus) will pray the Father, and He (Father) will give you another Helper (Holy Spirit), that He may abide with you forever…”


Here we see the complete Trinity with

Jesus praying in submission to His Father, and the Holy Spirit also in submission with all three working as one with separate ministries.
