Lesson 10

PUTTING JESUS FIRST


Putting Jesus first requires that we have first invited Him into our life to be our Lord and Savior. 



Romans 10:8-10 tell us how…

“But what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart” (that is, the word of faith which we preach):

that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.
For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.”

DEFINITION OF LORDSHIP

Lordship involves the daily submission and surrender of self to the authority and leadership of Jesus, recognizing His sovereign right to rule over us.

In 2 Corinthians 5:15 tells us…

“…and He died for all, that those who live should live no longer for themselves, but for Him who died for them and rose again.”


When you asked Jesus to forgive your Sins, and you were “born again”, you also asked Jesus to be your Lord and Savior.

Let’s look at Matthew 11:28-30 for some great encouragement from Jesus as He says…
“Come to Me, all you who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.

Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your souls.

For My yoke is easy and My burden is light.”



Psalm 1:1-2 tells us…
“Blessed is the man who walks not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor stands in the path of sinners, nor sits in the seat of the scornful;

But his delight is in the law of the LORD, and in His law he meditates day and night.”

Let’s look at the continuing verse 23, Jesus speaking…

“If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our home with him.”


Here the Father and the Son say that they want to come and live in you! How great is that!

Now, let’s take a look at this passage in Revelation chapter 3, verses 14 and 16. Again, Jesus speaking to the church at Laodicea says…
“And to the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write,

‘These things says the Amen (Jesus), the Faithful and True Witness, the Beginning of the creation of God:

“I know your works, that you are neither cold nor hot. I could wish you were cold or hot.
So then, because you are lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will vomit you out of My mouth.”


Continuing in verses 19-21…
“As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten. Therefore be zealous and repent.

Behold, I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and dine with him, and he with Me.

To him who overcomes I will grant to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne.”

All of this serves to make clear the 

relationship God wants with us. We need to take God seriously. He loves you and has a great plan for you – and being “lukewarm” doesn’t cut it! He says… Be either Hot or Cold! For Him or Against Him.
